INSTRUCTIONS FOR 3-YR RENEWAL OF ACORPS

· You are required to COMPLETE A NEW ACORP.  Please do not resubmit the original ACORP!!
· You must provide a progress report in the main ACORP Status (Section A.1.6) describing work accomplished during the last approval period. Include animals used, the objectives that were met and how the work proposed in this renewal extends the previous studies.  
· Also, you must REVISE THE ACORP according to the years of funding remaining for the project.  DO NOT SIMPLY RE-LIST THE ANIMAL USAGE FROM THE ORIGINAL ACORP!!  For example, if you have completed studies using only 20 animals of the 50 animals (total) approved for the original ACORP, and then you have 30 animals remaining.  If these animals will be used in the first year of the renewal period, then list them all in year one.

· If you wish to purchase additional animals to complete the originally proposed studies (due to high variability, etc.), list these animals in addition to those you have remaining from the original ACORP.  These will be considered as “new” animals on the renewed ACORP and do not require an amendment to the original ACORP.

· If you wish to perform new procedures, based on data resulting from the original ACORP approval period, a description of the new procedures and the number of animals required should be included and the appropriate years should be indicated.  If you do not wish to conduct new procedures but would like to complete those studies listed in the original ACORP, simply list the number of animals remaining to be used (purchased) from the original ACORP for the additional approval period desired (e.g., you will complete the remaining animal studies in year one).

· All these scenarios REQUIRE an AMENDED justification for the number of animals requested (see letter K. of ACORP), (e.g.  “The experimental design requires 20 animals to demonstrate statistical significance; however, 10 animals have already been purchased from the last ACORP.  Therefore, I am only requesting 10 more animals in order to complete this study.”)

· Please APPEND A BRIEF DESCRIPTION explaining what you intend to do, why, and how the renewed ACORP differs or progresses from the original ACORP studies.
