9. Transfer of radioactive materials between the VAMC and other institutions is prohibited except where both are licensed for the same material.  Transfers must be made between Radiation Safety Officers for recording into the records.

10. Personnel radiation detection devices, when required, will be supplied by the Radiation Safety Officer.  Failure of personnel to exchange used film badges for new film badges on a monthly basis may be cause for suspending or revoking radioisotope privileges.

11. All Principal Investigators and technicians handling radioactive materials must attend at least one radioisotope training session each year.
